
How to find and (de)register your courses

Step 1: Click on the 2nd "Anmelden" (this means registration):  

 

 

 

Step 2: You have to log in with your RUB-ID and the password you received with your registration.

Step 3: You will find 3 different kind of "Vorlesungsverzeichnisse" (course catalogues). Click on the

You will see the modules. Click on the module in which you want to attend a lecture.  

 

 

Please note: New feature in the system: First click on the small “+” symbol to the left of the degree program, then the individual examination regulations will open.

For example: R11. Then click on the Module again.  

 

 

 

After this you need to klick on the little plus, which you will find underneath "Veranstaltungen" 

(courses). 

 

 



Now you can see all the courses that you can attend for the respective module.  

 

Click on the lecture you want to attend. For example: "Muslim Diversity and Sectarianism". Then 

click on "Zum Anmeldeverfahren der Veranstaltung".  

 

 

 



The red letters mean: "You are not registered for the course." So click on "Anmelden" (registration):

If you want to deregister due to any reason, click on "Meine

You will see a list with all the classes you are registered for. If you want to deregister, click on 

"Abmelden" (deregistration):  

 

 

If you see "Sie wurden von der Veranstaltung abgemeldet" you are successfully de-registered from 

the course.  

 

 

 

 

Just because you are registered to a course, doesn't mean that you will find the course in your 

timetable. You need to click on "Alle Termine der Veranstaltung in den Stundenplan übernehmen", 

which you can find on the information page of each course.
